In the first half of the 20th century, cel animation was the best way to animate, as cels were clear sheets with drawings on them and could be stacked and moved underneath a camera. This was really useful because an animator didn’t always have to draw and redraw scenes on a paper like a

				flipbook animation; instead they

				could move them around to animate

				a scene. Many famous Disney

				cartoons used this type of

				animation style, including early

				20th century Mickey Mouse,

				Spongebob, and Fairly Odd Parents.
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				The animation cel process continued all the way until the 1990s when computer animation became widely used and cheaper to use than cel animation. 				episodes look different than the new ones.
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				cels are sold at auctions by the companies who made them or other special collector
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				events for thousands of dollars. A revolutionary by many standards, the Walt Disney Company was one of the first animation companies to move away from using the old animation cels, with their final movie that they used it on being The Little Mermaid. Animation cels from that movie can sell for $2,000 or more, depending on where they are bought.
